Hutch’s Bicycle Shop on Klamath Avenue.  In 
certain areas, it will be necessary to remove 
parking or a lane of traffic.  Debating whether it 
would be better to remove a lane of traffic on 
9th or 11th Streets.  Currently speaking with 
protected bike lane experts, then we will 
canvas neighborhoods to get citizen approval, 
and work with the City and the County on 
construction. 
 
-Concerns about parking removal were 
addressed. 
-John Bellon noted that this could be an 
excellent traffic calming measure, making the 
street safer for residents.   
-It is important to differentiate between home 
owners and renters when canvassing 
neighborhoods.   
-This measure could improve crime in these 
areas. 
-It would connect well with the new YMCA at 
Fairview and be more commuter friendly.
